On Saturday, August 14, 30 members of the RTS Young 
Professionals Society (YPS) gathered in West Seattle to 
transform a client’s home in one day. 

Prong, a 79-year-old disabled homeowner, applied to the RTS 
program after facing physical and financial difficulties that 
prevented her from taking care of her home.    

In seven hours, volunteers cleaned and painted the kitchen 
cabinets, removed and replaced the living room carpet, re-
caulked a shower, replaced the bathroom faucet, removed a back
